LONGVIEW BASKETBALL OFFICIALS ASSOCIATION 
BYLAWS 
ARTICLE I – NAME 
The organization shall be Longview Basketball Officials Association (LBOA). 
ARTICLE II – PURPOSE 
The purpose of this Chapter will be to promote the game of basketball by:  
A. Maintaining a membership consisting of capable and experienced officials, who are actively engaged each year in officiating interscholastic basketball games; 
B. Providing regular meetings for the discussion and interpretation of the rules, by placing a high priority on the training and development of experienced and new officials; 
C. Fostering a high standard of ethics, while encouraging fair play and sportsmanship, by promoting closer cooperation and understanding among basketball officials, players, coaches,team physicians, trainers, school authorities, parents, and other persons affiliated with the competing teams.
ARTICLE III – OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS 
A. The officers of the Longview Basketball Officials Association shall be the President, First Vice President and Second Vice President. Officers must be a member in good standing for a period of five years in the LBOA to be eligible to hold office; 
B. The Board of Directors shall consist of the Association Officers and five (5) Board Members without office. Board Members without office must be a member in good standing for a period of two years in the LBOA to be eligible to hold office;  
C. Officers and Board Members shall hold office for a period of three years beginning April 1st after the election. All Officers and Board Members must remain a member in good standing during their term of office. Members may hold only one elected position in the Association.
ARTICLE IV – ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS 
Election of officers and directors shall be held yearly at the end of the season on a rotating basis, with not all offices up for election each year.
A. All terms will be three years.
B. Year one offices up for election are 2nd Vice President, Board Place 2, Board Place 5. (2024)
C. Year two 1st Vice President, Board Place 1, Board Place 3. (2025)
D. Year three President, Board Place 4. (2026)
E. Year one is designated as 2024.
F. Each member elected must have a plurality of the members voted.
G. The election shall be by secret ballot.
H. The Board of Directors shall appoint election judges to conduct the election.
I.  All members in good standing as of January 1st of the election year shall be eligible to vote.
J. All nominations shall be made from the floor at the last meeting preceding the election. To be nominated, a member must meet all requirements to hold the office he/she is nominated and be a member in good standing as of January 1st of the election year.
K. The nomination and election of officers and board members shall be held in the following order: President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Board Place One, Board Place Two, Board Place Three, Board Place Four and Board Place Five.
L. Members in good standing may be nominated for more than one position of the Board of Directors:
M. In the event in a vacancy in the office of President, the First Vice President shall become President.
N. In the event in the vacancy of other positions on the Board of Directors. The President shall appoint a member in good standing to serve. The Board must approve the President’s appointment.

ARTICLE V - POSITIONS APPOINTED BY THE BOARD Of DIRECTORS 
A. The Board of Directors shall appoint persons to hold the following positions:
1) Assignment Director 
2) Treasurer 
3) Secretary 
4) Texas High School Basketball Officials Association Board Representative
5) LBOA Webmaster 
6) LBOA Rules Interpreter  
7) Other positions created by the LBOA Operating Procedures or Assistants to the Positions listed above.
B. After each Association election, the Board after taking office shall make the above appointments to serve two-year terms. The term of office shall end when the term of a new Board begins. Persons holding these positions shall continue to serve until a new person has been appointed to the position. The board may appoint anyone it deems qualified to serve in the position, including elected board members and persons who are not members of the LBOA. 
C. The Board of Directors may, with a 2/3 vote, remove anyone from appointed positions.
ARTICLE VI – DUTIES OF OFFICERS, BOARD AND APPOINTED POSITIONS 
A. The President shall: 
1) Be vested in all the powers usually appertaining to the office and as designated by the Board of Directors; 
2) Preside over all meetings of the Association and the Board of Directors;
3) Act as official representative of the Longview Basketball Officials Association 
4) Determine the order of business in all meetings; 
5) Serve as administrative supervisor for appointed officials; 
6) Establish committees as needed and appoint, with the Board, members and their length of service; 
7) Receive any request from schools to provide officials for their games; 
8) Notify schools that have been approved by the Board of the procedures to be used to submit schedules to the Association; 
9) Perform other duties assigned by the Board of Directors or Operating  
    Procedures. 
       
B. The First Vice President shall: 
1) Perform the duties of the President in his/her absence or inability to serve; 
2) Conduct, with the Second Vice President, training for officials in the LBOA; 
3) Perform other duties assigned by the Board of Directors or Operating 
    Procedures.

      C. The Second Vice President shall: 
1) Perform the duties of the President or First Vice President in his/her absence or inability to serve; 
2) Conduct, with the First Vice President, training for officials in the LBOA; 
3) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board of Directors or Operating\		    Procedures. 
D. The Board of Directors shall: 
1) Serve as the governing body of the Longview Basketball Officials 
    Association; 
2) Enforce the By-Laws and Operating Procedures of the LBOA and 
    THSBOA; 
3) Enact and enforce policies needed to conduct Association business; 
4) Establish policies for assigning officials to games and ranking officials. 
5) Recommend officials to the University Interscholastic League for assignment to regional and state tournaments; 
6) Take steps to ensure that all schools have access to the best available officials and all members are given consideration for assignments based upon their ability; 
7) Meet with officials as needed to review and discuss their game assignments; 
8) Assist Association officers and appointed officials in their duties when requested; 
9) Authorize payment of expenses of persons designated to attend meetings to   
     represent the Association or expenses of incurred by persons conducting
     Association business; 
10) Establish committees and with the President, appoint members to the committee; 
11) Serve as the Ethics Committee for the LBOA following procedures established in the LBOA Operating Procedures and by the THSBOA; 
12) The Board of Directors may appoint an Investigating Officer (s) to investigate any alleged violation of the Code of Ethics, improper conduct of an official or misapplication or interpretation of a rule. If a violation is determined, it may be referred to the Ethics Committee;  
13) When requested, meet with officials and hear concerns concerning their game assignments; 
14) Review and establish the Operating Procedures for the Longview Basketball Officials Association. 
E. The Treasurer shall: 
1) Be in charge of the Association’s funds; 
2) Make payments for necessary expenses as authorized by the Board; 
3) Receive payments of dues and other assessments from members as authorized by the Board; 
4) Maintain necessary financial records for the funds of the association; 
5) Prepare financial statements for the Association for the fiscal year. The fiscal year shall be from August 1 to July 31; 
6) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board of Directors and the Operating
    Procedures. 
F. The Secretary shall: 
1) Distribute materials to members in good standing including rule books and mechanics manuals; 
2) Receive application for membership and submit them for approval by the Board of Directors; 
3) Assist the Treasurer with the collection of fees and other assessments; 
4) Keep minutes of meetings of the Association and the Board of Directors, and provide themto Board members and Association members when needed; 
5) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board or Operating Procedures. 
G. The Assignment Director shall: 
1) Receive all schedules for games and tournaments from schools approved by the Board of  Directors and process them; 
2) Make game assignments following the policies established by the Board of Directors; 
3) Maintain the online assignment program approved by the Board of Directors; 
4) Receive request for playoff officials and process them according to policies established by the Board of Directors; 
5) Notify officials and coaches of assignment of officials to games; 
6) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board or Operating Procedures.
H. The THSBOA Board Representative shall: 
1) Represent the Longview Basketball Officials Association on the Board of Directors of the Texas High School Basketball Officials Association (THSBOA); 
2) Attend meetings of the THSBOA Board of Directors and report to the LBOA Board on the meetings; 
3) Keep the LBOA Officers and Board informed on the activities of the THSBOA and UIL;  
4) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board or Operating Procedures.
 I. The Webmaster shall: 
1) Maintain the LBOA website according to policies established by the LBOA Board of Directors; 
2) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board or Operating Procedures. 
J. The Rules Interpreter shall: 
1) Be the official rules interpreter for the LBOA for officials and coaches; 
2) Conduct, when needed, training on rules for officials and coaches; 
3) Work with the THSBOA Rules Interpreter as needed; 
4) Perform other duties as assigned by the Board or Operating Procedures.
ARTICLE VII – MEMBERSHIP, REGISTRATION AND DUES 
All members to be considered in “Good Standing” must complete the following:
A. Register each year with the University Interscholastic League (UIL) and Texas High School Basketball Officials Association (THSBOA) and pay the membership dues by the required date; 
B. Make a passing score as determined by THSBOA on all required tests by the THSBOA date to complete testing; 
C. Maintain Longview Basketball Officials Membership requirements as established in the LBOA Operating Procedures, including paying LBOA dues by the required date; 
D. Complying with all requirements of the UIL, LBOA and THSBOA as established in their by-laws and operating procedures. Follow the standards of the THSBOA Code of Ethics;
E. New members and returning members who have not maintained membership in good  standing for the previous season, must complete an application with the LBOA and complete UIL/THSBOA registration. All such applications must be approved by the LBOA Board of Directors before membership shall be accepted. The board may vote to deny membership for any reason or no reason; 
F. The LBOA membership year shall be from April 1 to March 31.  
G. THSBOA and LBOA dues shall be determined by their Board of Directors and announced annually to the membership. Late fees may be assessed. 
ARTICLE VIII – OFFICIATING FEES, TRAVEL ALLOWANCE, UNIFORMS AND PROCEDURES 
A. Officiating Fees and Travel Allowance shall be established by the UIL; 
B. Officials shall wear the uniform prescribed by the THSBOA and LBOA; 
C. All officials shall use the officiating mechanics of the National Federation of High Schools and THSBOA; 
ARTICLE IX – MEETINGS AND TRAINING 
A. Members shall be notified of scheduled meetings and training of the LBOA;  
B. In election years, the President shall announce in the first meeting of the calendar year the date for the meeting for nominations and the date for election; 
C. To remain in good standing, all members shall attend the prescribed number of meetings and training as established in the LBOA Operating Procedure; 
D. For members unable to attend regularly scheduled meetings, the Board shall establish an alternative to meeting attendance. The Board shall determine the need of officials for the alternative meeting/training. 
ARTICLE X – VOTE AND QUORUM 
A. Members present at the bi-annual meetings for association nominations and elections and any properly called meeting for the purpose of Association business or other elections shall constitute a quorum; 
B. Four Board Members present at a properly called Board Meeting shall constitute a quorum; 
C. A mail (or email) vote of the members of the Board of Directors may be conducted.  
ARTICLE XI – OPERATING PROCEDURES and AMENDING BYLAWS 
A. The Board of Directors shall establish and publish Operating Procedures for the LBOA. It shall take a 2/3 vote of the Board to establish or amend the Operating Procedures; 
B. Any member in good standing may submit amendments to the bylaws. Bylaw amendments must be submitted to the Board of Directors. After review by the board, the amendment will be presented to the membership of the Association at a properly called meeting.  
C. The by-laws may be amended by a ¾ vote of the members in good standing at a meeting at least 7 days after members have been presented with the amendment; 
D. The Board of Directors shall review the Bylaws every two years.
